You can obtain these books for your student to read  in several ways. 
1.​ You can loan the book from the local branch of your public library. 
2.​ You can order/purchase the book online from Amazon. 
3.​ You can stop by the school between 8am - 12pm until June 27th and borrow a 

copy of the book your student needs from the school. 
4.​ Your student can access the PDF version of the book on the bottom of school’s 

website. 
 

​ Upon returning to school, the books will be discussed in class and a test will be 
given.  This test will be the first grade for Reading in the first quarter.
